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5 Installation 

5.1 Operating Instructions 

There are two operating modes in Media Player – “play list mode“ and ”simple play mode”, which are described 
briefly below. For further information please check the Media Player Programming-Guide. 
 
5.1.1 Playlist mode 

When operating in playlist mode, both project file (*.prj) and playlist file (*.pll) must be present on the Compact 
Flash card. These are used to control the sequence for all video tracks. 
 
The project and playlist files are created using DD Studio software. For each track in the play list, you can 
program either repeat frequency or duration in seconds and the track that follows. DD Studio allows to program 
up to eight external buttons for each track in the play list. Functions like “jump track”, “next track”, “previous 
track”, “play”, “stop”, “pause” ,”mute” and “volume” can be assigned to each button and allow full external 
control. External buttons are attached through mini-Din connector (standard) and/or touch (optional). 
 
 
 
5.1.2 Simple play mode 

In simple play mode, the user just copies all video files (.mpg) or JPEG files (.jpeg) onto the Compact Flash 
card. The Media Player will play these files in alphabetical sequence. For MPEG still pictures or JPEG files, the 
play time can be set by the last digit of the filename (For example: APPLE5.mpg, where “5” means the track will 
be displayed for 5 seconds). Note: Do not use the same filename on both MPEG and JPEG. 
 
Note:  Make sure all capital letters of the filenames defined in a playlist are consistent with the filename on the 
Compact Flash card. All filenames should be in the 8+3 format (i.e. xxxxxxxx.xxx) and you should avoid using 
illegal characters like ”~”,  ”_ “, “-”  etc. 
 
 
 
5.1.3 Barcode Function (optional) 

If you are using a Media Player with a barcode scanner , please note the following information: 
 

The barcode scanner operates as an additional input to the media player system. When activated with the 
appropriate predetermined barcode the media player can jump to a predetermined track or function.  

 
The barcode scanner does not operate in the “Simple Play Mode” but only in the “Playlist Mode” . 
In order to assign certain clips or images to a particular barcode, you will have to use the “DV Studio” software 
and note the following: 

 
•••• To assign one of the tracks to a determined barcode, simply click on the respective track in your 

playlist and then select the folder tab “RS-232”.  
 

•••• Type in the number of the barcode you want to assign to your respective track (e.g. 1001 referring 
to track # 2) and click “ADD”.  

 
•••• Use the same procedure for your other tracks using other barcodes. 
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•••• You can always click on the folder tab “Play Mode” and adjust the settings of each clip (e.g. making 
clip # 2 run for 5 seconds only and then return to track # 1)! By clicking the folder tab “Button” you 
can also adjust the setting of the buttons individually for each clip. 

 
 

•••• Save your settings and export your playlist onto the Compact Flash Card. 
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5.2 Hardware 

The figure below shows you the basic control elements and connections and might vary in your actual Media 
Player. 
 
As you can see, there is a power input connector, a port for the compact flash card and an on-off switch. 
After plugging in the power and compact flash switch on the power; the first track of the collection of MPEG files 
will be auto-played.
